Korea requests Vietnam to consider
removing the performance tests requirement
from the amended regulation. Under the
existing regulation of 'Circular 11/2020/TT-
BTTTT," Appendix Il No. 6.1 specifies that
lithium batteries used for laptops, notebooks,
mobile phones, and tablets are only required to
meet the safety standard tests based on QCVN
101:2016/BTTTT. On the contrary, the
amended regulation requires companies to
submit reports on performance tests as well as

The amended regulation would
cause a new burden on most companies in
terms of cost and time. Many countries,
including the EU, China and Japan, require
only safety test reports. As an alternative,
Korea requests Vietnam to provide a
transitional period of at least six months after
the publication of the final rule. If the
regulation enters into force on 1 July 2021, as
stipulated in the notification, Korean
companies exporting goods to Vietnam would
encounter difficulties complying with the
regulation because more than three months
will be required to submit performance test
reports.
